PROGRAM EVALUATION 2006


Our Building Behaviors Day Camp was a huge success!!  During the week of August 7th –11th, sixteen families of children (ages six to 14 years of age) with a diagnosis of a pervasive developmental disorder (PDD) participated in the program.  Building Behaviors Day Camp is a specialized behavioral-based treatment program for children with attention deficit/hyperactivity disorder (ADHD), oppositional defiant disorder (ODD), and pervasive developmental disorders (PDD, such as Autism/Asperger’s). At the treasure hunt themed camp, children learned about following directions, stress and anger management, social skills and daily living skills (e.g., hygiene, diet, exercise) in a week long treatment program.  Caregivers also attended a daily workshop, which focused on teaching parents behavioral principles.  During this workshop, caregivers were also taught the same skills their children learned throughout the day.  


Preliminary results of the Building Behaviors Day Camp program are promising, given that parent perceptions indicated that the child’s overall aggression, anxiety, attention, and daily living skills improved during the program.  Also, parents reported that they felt their child learned the needed skills to become better listeners, to follow directions, to calm down when they were upset, and to improve their nonverbal communication skills.  Parents also felt that they learned the skills necessary to help their child follow directions, recognize when they are getting upset, and improve their social skills.  Given the positive results, we plan to offer at least two Building Behaviors Day Camp programs next summer.  To follow-up with these families, we also started a Building Behaviors After School Program, which is offered year-round to reinforce the skills learned at camp and to introduce new skills.  Riveredge Medical Building has graciously provided space for us to run the program until we have secured the necessary funds for a more permanent location.  Thank you to all our supporters, as we couldn’t have done this without you!
